[image: ]1.	Medical Treatment and Evidence Collection with Law Enforcement Notification
	The Patient receives medical care and a forensic examination with evidence collection; the 
	evidence is given to local law enforcement, they interview the patient, and the evidence is
	sent to the State Crime Lab for analysis and processing.


2.	Medical Treatment and Evidence Collection WITHOUT Law Enforcement Notification
	Also called an Anonymous Kit, which has the patient’s name on all evidence envelopes inside the
	kit, with the outside labeled as “Jane Doe”.

	The patient receives medical care and a forensic examination with evidence collection; after the
	patient leaves, the kit is given to law enforcement without any identifying information and they 
	store the kit up to 55 years, during which time the patient may decide to pursue charges.  The
	kit is not sent to the State Crime Lab unless/until the patient decides to report the assault.

	The patient NEVER has to report the assault to receive medical care/evidence collection.


3.	Medical Care without Evidence Collection and without Law Enforcement Notification
	The patient receives medical care without evidence collection.
	
	The patient NEVER has to report the assault to receive medical care/evidence collection.


4.	The patient chooses to do nothing and returns home.  Loss of control is a major factor in sexual
	assault and the patient needs to be allowed to make her own choices to receive care, and to
	what extent, or to not receive care.

	Support her choice, while helping it be an informed choice; discuss the importance of follow-up
	care for the testing and treatment of sexually transmitted infections and pregnancy, referrals for
	mental health counseling, and how long she has if she changes her mind in evidence collection.
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
